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FOREWORD

This report pertains to the achievements of the students in Secondary School Certificate Examination (Annual) 2005. Secondary
education plays dual role in education system, on the one hand, it provides middle level work force for the economy and on the other,
feeds the higher education. The Government has introduced numerous reforms and innovations, from time to time, for the development
of secondary education in the country. This report reflects the achievement of students at secondary level, who appeared in the
secondary school certificate examination (annual) 2005, from different Boards of Intermediate and Secondary Education in Pakistan.
The report presents overall achievement of the students, with special reference to both Regular and Private candidates. In addition,
achievement has been described by Groups: science and humanities, gender, compulsory and optional subjects and grades, along with
unfair means cases registered in examination (annual) 2005. The summary of pass percentages from 1993-2004 depicts some decline in
the achievement of the students over the years. It is hoped that the improvement both in the quality and quantity will gradually increase

in the schools with ongoing interventions and capacity building programs.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

e The Secondary School Certificate (SSC) examinations are in vogue since independence of Pakistan. Summarized data from
1993 to 2005 reflects increase in pass percentage from 47% (1993) to 59% (2005). [Table No. 3]

e The SSC examination annual 2005 reflects that about 1325322 students appeared and 778163 passed the examination. Showing
national pass percentage as 59. [Table No. 4]

e As per gender analysis 54% boys and 65% girls passed SSC examination 2005. It is heartening to observe that the pass
percentage of girls is higher than boys. Moreover, when the board-wise data is analyzed, it reflects that in the results of every
board the pass percentage of the girl’s students is higher than the boys. [Table No. 4]

e Province/region wise total percentage ranges from 58% (Kohat) to 74% (Swat) in NWFP, 43% (Rawalpindi) to 52%
(Bahawalpur, D.G. Khan and Faisalabad) in Punjab and 76% (Karachi) to 92% (Hyderabad) in Sindh. The pass percentages
among solidity boards are 45% (Mirpur), 65% (Quetta) and 88% (Islamabad). [Table No. 4]

e Among the results of the boards the pass percentage of Sindh boards students are much higher than the national average (59%)
e.g. Karachi (76%), Mirpur Khas (88%), Hyderabad (92%), Sukkur (90%) and Larkana (91%). While comparing the board-wise
performance, the performance of students belonging to Sindh invites attention regarding the uniformity of standard, as it cannot
be supported by the achievement indicators. [Table No. 4]

e The data when analyzed with respect to province/regions, the overall pass percentage is 65% in Balochistan, 66% in NWFP,
49% in Punjab, 81% in Sindh, 45% in AJK and 88% in ICT. [Table No. 5]

e The performance of regular candidates (67%) is higher than performance of private candidates (44%). [Table No. 6]

e The performance of Science group students with reference to pass percentage is higher (70%) than the general group candidates
(44%). Among the Science group the performance of female candidates is higher (82%) than boys (65%). Similarly, in general
group the performance of girls is higher (53%) than the boys (32%). [Table No. 7, 7.1, 7.2]

e When compared the performance of public and private schools, pass percentage of private schools is higher (83%) than the
public schools (61%). [Table No. 8]
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e The subject-wise performance as per national average is 67% in English, 92% in Urdu, 93% in Islamiat, 82% in Pak Studies,
75% in Biology, 74% in Chemistry, 80% in Physics and 64% in Mathematics. [Table No. 9, 10]

e The discrepancy in pass percentages reflects that the concerned officials of the boards do not pay proper attention to this vital
component.
